ACTIVE CITIZENSHIP

Possible only in democracies.

Two-fold understanding of active citizenship:

a) meaningful participation in public matters
(political/democratic participation)

a) community building through civil society organisations



BARRIERS FOR ACTIVE CITIZENSHIP OF 
YOUTH

a1) perceived divide between youth and decision makers

a2) lack of politically relevant knowledge and verbal skills to 
competently express their opinions

b1) exclusive civil society organisations

b2) apathy, cynicism



MLADOKRACIJA - YOUTH DIALOGUES 
(Erasmus+)

Facilitate exchange of ideas and debate between youth and decision 
makers

- develop a textbook for youth trainers

- organize 6 regional meetings with youth and decision makers + 

national conference

- prepare a policy document for decision makers based on the 

proposals of young people
